She is passionate about all aspects of the Montessori philosophy and practice as it places the child at the
centre of the educational process and teaches the practitioners to place ‘trust’ in the child. This trust allows the child
to flourish without pressure and show their ‘unique’ self. She believes that all areas of learning are equally important.

Michelle Wisbey started her Montessori career 15 years ago and continues to study. She has grown to love the
outdoors and forest schooling, recognising the important place the outdoor classroom has in our curriculum. Whether
your pre-school is in a built up suburb or in a rural location there are ways of bringing the inside out and the outside in.
She believes that this type of learning develops the whole child and nurtures the spitit of Montessori.

Michela Yagoub has worked with children for the past fifteen years. Having trained at MCI in the late 1990’s, she
was the head of nursery at 18 Balderton Street before becoming lecturer at MCI. Currently she teaches all areas of the
Montessori Early Years curriculum as well as observation techniques. She is also the teaching practice tutor,
supporting students in this important part of their training.
