Our International Diploma is designed to develop a high level of competence in students wishing to become teachers of the Montessori method for children from two and a half to six years of age. The overview of important educational philosophies provided by the course, together with a detailed study of the Montessori philosophy and approach, enables students to construct a coherent set of educational values. Students are also instructed in the use of the teaching aids designed and applied by Maria Montessori.

This internationally recognised diploma is a suitable qualification for a Montessori class teacher and is essential to anyone wishing to work as a Montessori teacher in the UK. It is accepted as a level 4 CWDC qualification (http://qualificationslist.cwdcouncil.org.uk). It is awarded to students who have successfully completed the Early Childhood Certificate course, including assessed written coursework, final written and practical examinations and 420 hours of assessed teaching practice in a Montessori nursery.

Curriculum

Theoretical Subjects: Montessori Philosophy; Child Development; Observation and Assessment; Contemporary Issues including awareness of Equal Opportunities; Childcare and Good Health Practice; Safety; Nutrition and Food Hygiene; Safeguarding Children and Special Needs.

Montessori Early Years Curriculum: Activities of Everyday Living; Education of the Senses; Literacy Skills; Mathematics; Cultural Subjects; Art and Craft; Music and Movement; Drama; Links between Early Years Foundation Stage and Montessori Early Years Curriculum.

Teaching Practice – leading to the International Diploma

MCI teaching practice comprises: 420 hours attendance in a Montessori nursery; assessments by the teaching practice tutor and by an assigned tutor in the placement; completion of a teaching practice file, which documents the teaching practice experience; and a child profile, a portfolio of observations focusing on one child followed during the teaching practice. The international diploma has to be completed within three years of initial registration on the Early childhood course.

Our teaching practice co-ordinator will assist students in finding appropriate schools for their placement and assign a teaching practice tutor whose role it is to guide and assess students in their placement.

Having accumulated three years of work experience MCI International Diploma graduates can apply to study a Foundation Degree in Arts.
